The Countryside Agency (CA) strongly supports policy CP6, Strategic Location – West of Crawley, with the emphasis on Integration into the land/townscape, along with sustainable construction methods. The Agency also wishes to see sustainable travel, ensuring pedestrian and cycle routes linking the development to the countryside and local facilities.

CA states that consideration should be given to the use of landscape character assessment to inform appropriate development, especially in relation to potential greenspace development. The Agency advises that any development which may impact upon greenfield sites is carefully considered in terms of location and design and mitigation e.g. screening and planting.
CA considers there is a need to provide clearer policy on where open space should be provided and how, possibly referring to the Green Space Strategy to tie in with Crawley Borough Council’s Core Strategy Policy EN2, Neighbourhood Structure and Neighbourhood Centres.

CA states that the urban fringe should be specially addressed. Town edge development should ensure that town and country are well linked through the use of initiatives such as ‘green wedges’.
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
