The information has been extracted from a report dated 29/03/04 and a letter 08/04/02.
There are no National Grid tower lines passing through the area. There are also no 132,000 or 33,000 Volt tower lines or underground cables as part of the EDF Energy power network within the development area.
EDF Energy will focus on their Primary Substation located in Southgate, east of the A23. The site currently serves a wide area west of Crawley and needs expanding to increase capacity to serve development west of Crawley. Plans are in place to install a new 11,000 Volt switchboard and a third 33/11kV transformer, which would be completed by 2008/9 as part of EDF’s ongoing work programme. 
This work would need to be carried out before the proposed development gets underway since the site at Southgate has now reached maximum capacity. EDF Energy estimate that the proposed development will generate additional load in the region of 10MW and some of the asset costs will be recovered from the developers in the usual way in accordance with the industry regulator rules set out by OFGEM. 
To supply the development area new 11,000Volt cables will need to be laid across the A23, requiring assistance from CBC and the Highways Authority. The connecting through road for the development and either the A23 or A264 (to Horsham), may be of use to EDF when assessing means of delivery.
In terms of infrastructure delivery the principle of a single neighbourhood is the most preferable. EDF would support the provision of green energy.
EDF stated that development to the west of Crawley will be best suited by Crawley Infrastructure.
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
