GoSE would like to see a housing trajectory that includes a timetable for delivery of this site, which includes the adoption of the Joint Area Action Plan, provision of infrastructure, grant of planning permission, site preparation, commencement of the first dwellings, an annual completions profile and also a sensitivity analysis. This should be done in time for examination and in consultation for an informed view. 
GoSE are concerned there will be a housing shortfall due to under provision at this site with no contingencies available. Evidence when tested should show guaranteed delivery of 2,500 dwellings at this location.
GoSE expect deliverable contingencies, and the delivery of such contingencies to be carefully managed to ensure that housing requirements are met without undermining the broader strategy for delivery of this location.

GoSE is content for new development to be designed in such a way that a sense of separation will be maintained between Horsham and Crawley, provided that development needs are fully met.
