Surrey County Council (SCC) welcomes the production of the JAAP, but raise objection to the lack of a Strategic Flood Risk Assessment. There is also the need to ensure that additional run-off from the development area does not exacerbate the flood risk downstream, especially the River Mole catchment which includes neighbouring authorities. 

SCC states that the Crawley Borough Council Core Strategy will need to provide a greater degree of certainty that the overall housing requirement can be met, either through development on land to the north and north west, or on alternative sites within the Borough. However, support is given for the JAAP process as it provides a masterplan approach to meeting Structure Plan requirements.  
Concern is raised over the impact of development and general growth located at Crawley, in terms of the impact on areas and centres within Surrey.

SCC states that development should not be restricted to the existing neighbourhood structure of the town, but should be located according to sustainability principles, particularly transportation issues. 
SCC supports the identification of a preferred mix of housing across the development and within the neighbourhoods within the development. The type and size will be determined through the JAAP referencing the Housing Needs Survey. 
The scale of employment provision should reflect the findings of the ELR and the respective Core Strategies. However, strategic employment should not lead to increased pressures for commuting and service provision in adjoining areas or place increased pressure on the transport infrastructure of neighbouring authorities. 
The proposed western Relief Road and public transport improvements have been accepted by the Regional Transport Board in the draft programme for 2011-2016. The principle that these schemes should be built to support the western extension of Crawley has therefore gained acceptance. 
It is suggested that the JAAP should seek at least a minimum of 10% requirement for renewable energy, with consideration given to the potential for CHP. 
Overall the Authority is concerned at the level of strategic releases, and the impact on Surrey, now being considered as part of the expansion of the Crawley hub.

SCC wishes to be consulted on all matters concerning the JAAP. SCC would wish to see details of the transport and highways assessments and studies to support the JAAP at PO stage. The issues of particular concern would be, in addition to the flooding issue, the question of transportation impact, and the possibility of cross boundary service requirements given the nature and scale of the planned development. 
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
