The West of Crawley strategic location lies within Southern Water’s supply area but outside their statutory sewage area.

The trunk water mains in the vicinity are likely to be of sufficient size to meet demand. However, there is a need to plan for the provision of additional water resources to meet the demands of the development. These will be included in the Southern Water ‘Water Resources Strategy’ which is reviewed each year and which is itself a part of the ‘South East Water Resources Strategy’ (SEWRS). Southern Water supports the SEWRS twin track approach of demand management in parallel with water transfers from areas in surplus before additional resources are developed. This is in accordance with Policy NRM1 and NRM2 of the draft South East Plan.

Southern Water requires new development to demonstrate efficient use of existing and new infrastructure.  Incorporation of water efficiency measures in existing and new development is essential given increasing water per capita consumption and population growth. New development should incorporate measures to achieve high levels of water efficiency and reflect best practice including BREEAM ‘very good’ and ‘excellent’ standards. A policy on water efficiency, making reference to specific standards to be achieved should be included in the detailed stages of the JAAP.
If the demand arising from planned new development exceeds existing water capacity investment will be required to meet the new demand and to maintain levels of service to existing customers. 

Southern Water states that if existing below ground water infrastructure crosses the development site, the developer must ensure that this infrastructure is protected and not built over.  An appropriate easement must be provided to protect the pipe and facilitate future maintenance and reinforcement.  

The existing network is robust enough and has capacity to cope with additional demands. There are several options with regards to supply point to the development from the existing system. Southern Water will seek a pre-construction agreement on water infrastructure at large and/or mixed-ownership sites and adoption of a co-ordinated whole-site approach. This is to promote sustainable water supply networks and prevent the proliferation of smaller less efficient networks.
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
